COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES 
Please find attached a copy of the minutes from the committee meeting held on 

01/05/08. Here is a summary of the key resolutions: 

• Coaches will now invoice for service  

• Coaches pay rates are to be revised at the next meeting 

• The club accounts will be more thoroughly recorded 

• The Beginners' Course fees will be reduced to £32/42 but the duration 

reduced to 6 weeks 

• Guest fees will be increased to £4/5 per session 
• Membership structure to be revised next meeting

School, Riverside, Cardiff. This session aims to provide extra training for our current 

members, the space to run new Beginners' Courses and the opportunity to establish a 

wheelchair fencing session. Session will be run on Wednesday evenings. The fee 

structure for these sessions will be discussed in the upcoming committee meeting. 

  

NEW MINI-FENCE SESSION 

We will soon be starting a new junior fencing session (for 6 to 10 year olds) in the 

Tremorfa area on  Friday evenings. This initiative has been supported by Communities 

First and Cardiff Council.

The club has also applied to the Sports Council of 

Wales and Impact for club electrical fencing kit - though we have yet to receive replies.
